 Patrons walking into Café el Sol will be immediately transported to an old Mexican village complete with 

worn windows and doors, and artistically created adobe walls.   New flooring and new lighting helps to 
create the mood, and new delicious menu items will complete the authentic experience. 

 
 With support from the City of Milwaukee Community Development Block Grant and Miller Brewing 

Company, the United Community Center was able to proceed with the renovations.    The restaurant 
hopes to attract more patrons and groups and ultimately increase revenue and staffing. 

 
 Future plans include expanding both indoor and outdoor signage for the restaurant as well as improved 

and updated kitchen facilities.
